2024 Annual Meeting Minutes - September 25, 2024

President Kramer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Town of Center Town Hall. He
introduced the Outagamie County Drainage Board members. Present: Al Kramer, Greg

Also present: Nancy Christensen, Administrative Assistant; Greg Baneck, Land Conservation

Kramer informed those present the Board meets every first Tuesday of the month at 8:30 a.m.
at the Town of Osborn, W3389 County Road EE, Seymour. Any concerns may come to this
meeting and bring them before the Board or contact any member at any time. Minutes and
agendas are posted on the Outagamie County website under the Outagamie County website
under the Land Conservation Department.

Minutes of the September 27, 2023 minutes —
Ken Timm moved, seconded by Jim Simons to approve minutes as presented.

2023-24 Projects Completed and Future Projects — Land Conservation Department (LCD)
Greg Baneck, County Conservationist presented a district overview. (See attached Power Point
Slides showing locations)
Northeast District — tree removal north of Culbertson Road, south of C, and Autumn Blaze
Future work — lateral to east needs tree removal and maintenance dredging 1,400’

Spray brush — 623’
Northwest District — Lafond Road large culvert failing — needs replacement
12 corners to PP — brush removal needs maintenance dredging
Jochman Rd to PP — brush clearing and maintenance dredging
Brush spraying — 1,238’ needs to be done
Cattail spraying — 1, 383’ needs to be done
Southeast District — John Schmidt property — cleaning out ditch, fixing tile and opening ditch to
flow; Spraying — 994’; remove trees —1,000’; 2 stage ditching — 2,100
Southwest District — Tiedt property S & 47 — trees and brush removed, crossing repaired past
Meade Street (Wichman’s property); Spray brush and cattails 1,337’; phragmites — 159’
Annexation Area — dredging — 9,217’; remove trees — 6, 207’; spray brush and cattails — 12,789’

There is a large culvert on Center Valley Road east of Meade Street that is failing. It needs to be
replaced and the Town is applying for a grant which would cover 80% of the costs. Randy
Schmidt asked if that is a Drainage Board culvert. Kramer stated we work with the town on
culverts like this on a shared cost. Hopefully we can get a grant to help.



2023-2024 Financial Report

Christensen reported the December 31, 2023 fund balance was $7,832. 2023 special
assessments received in 2024 was $143,658 plus $2,367 miscellaneous revenues totaling
$146,026. Expenses from January 1, 2024 through September 20, 2024 are $116,948 resulting
in a current balance of $36, 910.

Ken Timm moved, seconded by Jerry Stephani to accept Financial Report. Motion carried.

2024 Special Assessment Rate Payable in 2025
Ken Timm moved, seconded by Keith Rohm to recommend the rate remain as present. Motion
carried.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

The Public Hearings were opened at 8:20 p.m. The Notice of Public Hearing was read. The
notice was published on September 1, 11 and 19, 2024 in the Appleton Post Crescent. Notice
was given to the property owners on September 1, 2024.

1. Correction to the district legal drain map, Lateral 4, Sections 30 and 31, T23N, R18E,
Town of Osborn, located on Keith Rohm and Harlan Volkman properties. The current
map shows the ditch running north and south, going up hill, the correction would be
water flowing to the west not to the east and the middle section comes out. No
comments were received.

2. The center drain is a private drain and should not be part of the legal drain system. It
only affects the private owner. This line would be removed from the legal drain. No
comments were received.

3. ATCP 48.20 requires the specifications of the intended alignment and extent of the
district drains, the intended location and width of the every district corridor and cross-
section and profile of each drain with the Duck Creek annexation area be explained and
discussed at a public meeting prior to approval by the Drainage Board. This meets that

requirement. No comments were received.

Items 1 and 2 will be held open for 30 days, until October 25, 2024 for written public comments.
The Drainage Board will take action after that date.

Nettekoven moved, seconded by VanderHeiden to close the Public Hearing at 8:26 p.m.
Kramer asked if anyone had anything else to discussed.

Darrin Stingle moved, Ken Timm seconded to adjourn at 8:27 p.m.
